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1. The paper to be filed was in a sealed envelope.  

2. Taped to the front of the envelope was a court order specifically providing that 
“documents or exhibits to be filed with the court at a future date may be filed as 
suppressed or sealed documents.” 

21. LR 10)2 was opaque—approximately 1300 words organized into 10 

subsections and 19 sub-subsections.  In my experience, LR 10’s procedures for filing sealed 

papers were cumbersome and filled with traps for the unwary.  

22. I told Mr. Stetler that I would not agree to a protective order that 

automatically required the parties to file papers under seal merely because the paper referred 

to, or attached, a document that had been designated as confidential. Any genuinely 

confidential information filed with the court could be sealed on an ad hoc basis, I told him.  

23. Mr. Stetler acceded to my demand.  The protective order that his firm would 

later propose, and that Judge Zagel entered, did not include the magic language that would 

authorize the filing of papers under seal—it didn’t provide that “documents or exhibits to be 

filed with the court at a future date may be filed as suppressed or sealed documents.” It only 

barred Grove Fresh from disclosing such documents to third parties outside the litigation.. 

 September 26, 1991-February 5, 1992: Briefing on the Ad Hoc Coalition 
for In Depth Journalism’s claims for access to the 90c5009 case file and 
89c1113 discovery.   

24. The Ad Hoc Coalition for In Depth Journalism (“Journalists”) was a group 

of Chicago reporters associated with the Medill School of Journalism and represented by 

John Elson of the Northwestern University Legal Clinic.   

25. On September 26, 1991, the Journalists filed a Motion for Leave to Intervene and 

Application for an Order Vacating the Sealed Order Sealing 90c5009 and for an Order Limiting the 

Parties’ Discretion to Suppress Information in 89c1113 (“Intervenors’ Application”); they also filed a 

supporting memorandum (“Intervenors’ Memorandum”), which is summarized below in ¶28..   

26. At a hearing on October 9, Judge Zagel ruled that the issues of intervention 

and of the Journalists’ right of access to judicial documents were not co-extensive, so he 

ordered a round of briefs limited to the Journalists’ standing.  Those briefs are summarized 

in ¶¶29-34, below. 

                                                 
2 Currently, LR 26.2 regulates the filing of papers under seal. 
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27. Three weeks later (October 31), Judge Zagel ruled that the Journalists had 

standing to intervene (¶35, below), so he ordered a second round of briefs on the merits of 

the access claims.  These briefs are summarized in ¶¶37-53, below.   

1. The Journalists’ arguments on the merits of its claims for 
access. 

28. Intervenors’ Memorandum argued that the court’s failure to explain its reasons 

for sealing the case was “unprincipled and unprecedented” (p. 2) and invited the following 

questions (pp. 4-5):  

Does [the court] have a financial interest in the outcome of the case?  Does it have 
personal ties with anyone linked with the parties or their attorneys?  Does it have a 
publicly unpopular or unacceptable ideological agenda? [citations omitted] 

Intervenors’ Memorandum went on to make the following legal arguments on the merits of its 

access claims: 

(a) The public has a constitutional right of access to court documents. (pp. 5-6.) 

(b) The public should have access to judicial records in order to monitor the 
functioning of the court. (pp. 6-8.) 

(c) The public has an interest in understanding disputes presented in a public forum. 
(pp. 8-9.) 

(d) The first amendment guarantees public access to information before the court 
when the information is of public interest. (pp. 9-11.) 

(e) The public has a common law right of access to the judiciary. (p. 11.) 

(f) The presence of allegedly embarrassing or incriminating information is not, 
standing alone, sufficient to justify sealing the files of a case. (pp. 11-12.) 

(g) In 89c1113, the court had not found “good cause” for its order granting the 
parties’ unlimited power to deny the public access to all discovery information. 
(pp. 12-14.) 

2. Everfresh’s initial brief opposing intervention. 

29. The defendants’ initial response to Intervenors’ Application was supposed to be 

limited to the issue of standing, but Everfresh ignored that limitation.  Its Memorandum in 

Opposition to the Motion to Intervene, filed on October 23 (and adopted by the other defendants), 

made the following allegations regarding the merits of the sealing order:   

(a) Allegedly, Grove Fresh had repeatedly attempted to disclose information subject 
to the 89c1113 Confidentiality Order. (p. 2.)   

(b) The court had “thoughtfully reviewed and addressed the propriety of the 
[89c1113 Confidentiality Order] on several occasions.” (p. 2.)  
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(c) Allegedly, Grove Fresh had engaged in improper tactics, such as “threatening to 
file a completely new lawsuit unless it received a satisfactory settlement offer” 
and “funneling information to journalists.” (pp. 2-3.) 

(d) “[T]his Court’s decisions with respect to the protective orders and the seal have 
been informed, reasoned, and appropriately responsive to the Court’s and the 
defendants’ legitimate concerns.” (pp. 4-5.) 

(e) The 90c5009 complaint was “clearly derivative” of the 89c1113 case and based 
upon discovery obtained in that case.  Consequently, the 90c5009 seal was “now 
actually required to give effect to the [89c1113] protective order.” (p. 12.) 

30. Argument (e) contradicted an argument that Everfresh had made a year 

earlier, when it moved to dismiss the 90c5009 complaint as an unauthorized amendment to 

the 89c1113 complaint.  Then, it argued that “[t]he information that Grove Fresh…relied 

upon to ‘amend’ [the 89c1113 complaint] was obtained from public agencies, [all of] which 

was…available prior to [the filing of the 89c1113 complaint in] February 1989.”  

31. Argument (e) also contradicted the March 1991 order denying the motions to 

dismiss, which included a finding that “the information used to [draft the 90c5009 

complaint] was obtained from public agencies without help from the defendants or a court 

order.” 

32. On the issue of the Journalists’ standing, Everfresh presented these 

arguments: 

(a) The Journalists lacked standing under FRCP 24 (pp. 5-8). 

(b) The Journalists had no common law right of access to discovery materials. (pp. 
9-10) 

(c) The Journalists had no first amendment right of access to discovery materials 
(pp. 10-12.)  

3. The Journalists’ response to Everfresh’s initial brief. 

33. Intervenors’ Response to Defendants’ Memorandum in Opposition to Motion to Intervene, 

filed on October 30, made the following arguments: 

(a) The defendants had not cited any precedent or policy showing that the 
Journalists lacked sufficient interest to challenge the court’s denial of press access 
to court documents. (pp. 1-5.)   

(b) The defendants’ arguments on access misstated the facts, the law, and the 
Journalists’ arguments. (pp. 5-11.) 

4. Grove Fresh’s response to Everfresh’s initial brief. 

34. Grove Fresh’s Memorandum in Support of the Standing of the Ad Hoc Journalists of In 

Depth Journalists (“Grove Fresh’s October 1991 Brief”), filed on October 31, 1991, addressed two 
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factual issues raised by Everfresh that the Journalists were in no position to address—the 

procedural history of the 90c5009 sealing order and the contents of the 90c5009 complaint.   

Procedural history: Citing to transcripts and correspondence between counsel, Grove 
Fresh set out (at pp. 2-6) the procedural history leading to the sealing order.  That 
history showed that the court had never held a hearing on the alleged reasons for the 
seal. 

Contents of the 90c5009 complaint: Grove Fresh submitted an exhibit which 
identified, paragraph-by-paragraph, the sources for the allegations in each of the 238 
paragraphs in the amended complaint.  The exhibit showed that there were public or 
non-confidential sources for the information in all of the 238 paragraphs. 

5. October 31: The oral ruling on the Journalists’ standing, and the 
warning that the reporters might be subject to discovery.   

35. At an October 31 hearing, Judge Zagel ruled that “intervention for a limited 

purpose is something which I have the discretion to grant and I want to exercise that 

discretion in your favor.” (10/31/91 Tr. of Proceedings, p. 7) He expressed concern, 

however, at “the possibility of some joint effort between the intervenors and the plaintiff to 

worsen the position of the defendants in this case, which if pursued creates a question that 

might or might not be relevant.” (Id.)  He warned the Journalists that “if you become a party, 

you may subject yourself to discovery of the sort that might not be appropriate under other 

circumstances.” (Id.)  

36. Judge Zagel then set a briefing schedule and suggested that “despite the fact 

that it is [the Journalists’] motion, the other side ought to go first, because they know what it 

is they want to protect.” (Id., p. 9.)   

6. The second round of briefs: The defamatory arguments 
accusing Grove Fresh’s attorneys of criminal and unethical 
conduct. 

37. On November 29, Everfresh filed a Memorandum in Opposition to the Intervenors’ 

Motion to Lift the Protective Order and vacate the Seal in 90c5009 (November 29, 1991).  Everfresh 

argued that good cause existed for the 89c1113 Confidentiality Order and the designations 

made thereunder. (pp. 4-10.)   

38. On the merits of the 90c5009 sealing order, Everfresh embellished the 

arguments it had presented in the initial round of briefs to a point where they now accused 

Grove Fresh’s attorneys of criminal and unethical conduct (p. 10):    

The seal was originally ordered in the [90c5009] case at Everfresh’s request because 
plaintiff had threatened to file the action in the public record, if Everfresh did not 
pay a multi-million dollar settlement, with unsubstantiated scandalous accusations 
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that would damage the reputation of Everfresh and others.  Plaintiff’s pleadings also 
incorporate and attach protected, confidential information obtained through 
discovery.  Had this court not placed the [90c5009] case under seal, the 
unsubstantiated, scandalous allegations and information that were subject to the 
protective order would have been improperly disseminated into the public realm.   

39. If these statements were true, which they weren’t, Grove Fresh and its 

attorneys would have been guilty of the crime of intimidation, a class three felony under 

Illinois law. 70 ILCS 5/12-6 (1992). See People v. Hubble, 81 111. App. 3d 560, 563,401 N.E.2d 

1282, 1285 (2d Dist. 1980) (essence of crime of intimidation is "a threat made with intent to 

coerce another person.")  The attorneys would also have been guilty of filing a groundless 

complaint in violation of Rule 11, and of having violated at least five Rules of Professional 

Conduct.3 

40. The key precedent cited by Everfresh was Nixon v. Warner Communications, 

435 U.S. 589, 598 (1978), which holds that trial courts can seal files that “have become a 

vehicle for improper purposes” such as to “promote public scandal” or “to serve as 

reservoirs of libelous statements for press consumption.”   Citing Nixon, Everfresh argued 

(p. 15): 

[T]he allegations in the sealed court file were clearly written by plaintiff, in part, for 
the purpose of damaging or smearing the reputation and image of defendants.  They 
do not contain objective facts, but unsubstantiated conjecture and argument.  The 
Court, thus, would not be releasing facts or evidence, but intentionally disparaging 
accusations.   

41. Everfresh also argued that public access was unnecessary because the U.S. 

Attorney and the FDA were investigating the matter. (pp. 2-3.)  

                                                 
3 The five Rules of Professional Conduct implicated by the arguments in Everfresh’s brief are as 

follows: 
• Rule 1.2(f)(l): "In representation of a client a lawyer shall not file a suit... or take other 

action on behalf of the client when the lawyer knows or reasonably should know that such action 
would serve merely to harass or maliciously injure another." 

• Rule 3.1: "A lawyer shall not bring ... a proceeding ... unless there is a basis for doing so 
that is not frivolous ..." 

• Rule 3.3(a)(l): "In appearing in a professional capacity before a tribunal a lawyer shall not: 
make a statement of material fact or law to a tribunal which the lawyer knows or reasonably 
should know is false." 

• Rule 4.4: "In representing a client, a lawyer shall not use means that have no substantial 
purpose other than to embarrass, delay, or burden a third person ..." 

• Rule 8.4(a)(4): "A lawyer shall not engage in conduct involving dishonesty, fraud, deceit or 
misrepresentation." 
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7. The second round of briefs: American Citrus’s defamatory 
briefs, which were eventually withdrawn. 

42. On December 2, 1991, Burditt Bowles & Radzius (Mr. Kowal’s firm) filed 

Memorandum of Law of American Citrus Products Corporation and Henry Lang in Opposition to the 

Intervenors’ Motion to Vacate the Order Sealing 90c5009 and to Limit the Protective Order in 89c1113 

(“American Citrus Memorandum”).  The American Citrus Memorandum opened with this 

defamatory paragraph (p. 1), made without any citations to the record or to any other form 

of evidence:  

Grove Fresh began these proceedings by filing a series of separate suits against some 
of its competitors.  Protective orders were entered and discovery proceeded.  Then, 
Grove Fresh developed a settlement strategy—threaten to induce the media to publish scandalous, 
unsubstantiated but inflammatory allegations about the defendants if they did not pay millions.  To 
thwart this inappropriate behavior, this Court, after hearing and argument sealed the 
file in this case.  (emphasis added) 

43. The body of the American Citrus Memorandum included a four-page section 

labeled “Facts” that purported to recite the procedural history of the sealing order.  The 

recitation included this defamatory claim about my conduct (p. 3):   

Several months later one of Grove Fresh’s counsel, Mr. Messina, sent a letter to the 
defendants’ counsel in the 89 cases.  In that letter, Mr. Messina demanded an immediate 
settlement of the ’89 cases for millions of dollars.  Mr. Messina also stated that if the demanded 
millions were not paid he would cause the media to publish Grove Fresh’s allegations in a way that 
would ruin the defendants’ businesses. 

44. Neither this “fact,” nor any of the other “facts” in the recitation, was 

supported by citations to the record or to any other form of evidence.  These “facts” were 

untrue. 

45. The American Citrus Memorandum also made a defamatory claim, again, 

without citing any evidence, that Grove Fresh had filed the 90c5009 case with a malicious 

intent (pp. 10-11):  

This case was brought by Grove Fresh as part of its plan to use the threat of damage 
to American Citrus’ business and reputation in the press as leverage for settlement.  

46. On December 4, I sent attorney Kowal a letter objecting to the defamatory 

claims in the American Citrus Memorandum and demanding that he produce the evidence on 

which those claims were based. He acknowledged that he had mischaracterized the facts and 

promised to file an amended brief.   

47. On December 10, American Citrus filed a Motion for Leave to Substitute 

Memorandum Instanter, but the substitute brief did not cure all of the misstatements, so I again 
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objected.  In a letter dated December 16, 1991, Kowal apologized for the recurring 

misstatements.  Two days later, he withdrew both the original brief and the substitute brief 

and filed a statement adopting the brief that Everfresh had filed on November 29.   

8. The second round of briefs: The Journalists’ reply. 

48. On December 26, the Journalists filed Intervenors’ Memorandum in Response to 

Defendants’ Memorandum in Opposition to Intervenors’ Motion to Lift the Protective Order in 89c1113 

and to Vacate the Seal in 90c5009 and made the following arguments, among others: 

(a) The defendants had not identified any of the documents in the 90c5009 file that 
were allegedly subject to the 89c1113 Confidentiality Order. (p. 3.)  

(b) Alleging that a pleading makes “baseless, scandalous accusations” is not a 
sufficient justification for a broad sealing order.  The more appropriate remedy is 
a motion to strike the offending allegations. (p. 4.) 

(c) Defendants had not made a particularized showing of the alleged harm that their 
reputations would suffer if the case were unsealed. (p. 5.) 

(d) The case law cited by the defendants did not support maintaining the seal. (pp. 
10-13.) 

(e) The argument that public access was unnecessary because the U.S. Attorney and 
the FDA were investigating the matter was unpersuasive. (pp. 13-15.) 

9. The second round of briefs: Grove Fresh’s reply. 

49. On January 6, 2002, Grove Fresh filed Grove Fresh’s Initial Brief in Response to 

Defendants’ Memorandums in Opposition to Intervenors’ Motion to Lift the Protective Order in 89c1113 

and to Remove the Seal in 90c5009 [“Grove Fresh’s January 1992 Brief”].  Grove Fresh presented 

the following arguments: 

(a) The defendants had failed to carry their burden of proof, in that they had not 
specified which of the 238 paragraphs in the amended complaint were 
“unsubstantiated” or “scandalous.” (pp. 1-3.) 

(b) Contrary to what the defendants were contending, the 90c5009 complaint did 
not attach any documents subject to the 90c5009 Confidentiality Order. (p. 5.) 

(c) During the bargaining over the 89c1113 Confidentiality Order, defense counsel 
acceded to Grove Fresh’s insistence that the Order not require the automatic 
sealing of papers that made references to business records designated as 
confidential.  (Messina Affidavit, ¶¶8-10, attached to Grove Fresh’s January 1992 
Brief as Exhibit D.) 

(d) The terms of the 89c1113 Confidentiality Order did not require or authorize 
Grove Fresh to file under seal papers that referred to documents designated as 
confidential.  (pp. 9-11.) 

(e) Grove Fresh’s counsel “state[d] under penalty of Rule 11 that they have never 
displayed, described or in any way disclosed Everfresh’s allegedly confidential 
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documents to anyone other than Mr. Troy and Grove Fresh’s paralegals.” (p. 
11n.5.) 

(f) Grove Fresh had not otherwise violated the 89c1113 Confidentiality Order. (pp. 
11-14.)  

10. The second round of briefs: Everfresh’s surreply. 

50. On January 15, 1992, Everfresh filed its third brief opposing the Journalists’ 

challenge, styled as a Reply to Grove Fresh’s Initial Brief in Response to Defendants’ Memorandums in 

Opposition to Intervenors’ Motion [“Everfresh’s Reply”].  Everfresh’s Reply did not dispute the 

arguments described above in ¶49 (a) or (b). 

51. Pages 1-4 of Everfresh’s Reply contained Everfresh’s first and only discussion 

of the evidence in the case.  These pages quarreled with Grove Fresh’s characterizations of 

certain evidence.   

11. The second round of briefs: Grove Fresh’s motion to strike. 

52. On February 5, 1992, Grove Fresh filed Grove Fresh’s Motion to Strike Parts of 

Everfresh’s Reply Brief on the Intervenors’ Motion (“Grove Fresh’s February 1992 Motion”).[The briefs 

supporting this motion may be found at A.78-129.)  The motion sought to strike pp. 1-4 of 

Everfresh’s Reply on the ground that those pages, which constituted Everfresh’s first and 

only discussion of the evidence in the case, should have come at the beginning of the 

briefing, not at the end, when Grove Fresh had no chance to reply.   

53. In the alternative, Grove Fresh asked the court to consider portions of Grove 

Fresh’s Motion to Overrule Objections to Time Period, filed on January 29, 1992.  Grove Fresh 

argued that the evidence summarized in that brief refuted Everfresh’s claim that the 

allegations in the 90c5009 complaint were “unsubstantiated.”   

 February 21, 1992: The result-oriented summary judgment against 
Grove Fresh’s Lanham Act claims in 89c1113  

54. In June 1991 the 89c1113 defendants moved for summary judgment on 

Grove Fresh’s Lanham Act claims.  The defense conceded that Everfresh had sold 

misbranded orange juice, but it claimed that Grove Fresh had no evidence of a causal link 

between Everfresh’s illegal conduct and Grove Fresh’s losses.   

55. Grove Fresh opposed the motion with affidavits from Mr. Troy and Grove 

Fresh employees on the issue of causation.  Similar testimony from them in the case against  
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the makers of Veryfine juice had been deemed to create a fact question for the jury.  

See Grove Fresh Distributors, Inc. v. New England Apple Products Co., 969 F.2d 552 (7th Cir. 1992).  

56. Nevertheless, on February 21, 1992, Judge Zagel granted summary judgment 

for the 89c1113 defendants.  His ruling was based on a ground that the defense hadn’t even 

raised—that Grove Fresh had failed to come forward with evidence of Everfresh’s gross 

sales of misbranded products.  Judge Zagel stated: “Apparently there has been no discovery 

on this point, despite considerable opportunity to pursue it.” (Mem. Op. 6-7.)   

57. This finding was wrong.  Grove Fresh had served discovery requests for this 

information in December 1989, but Everfresh had repeatedly refused to provide it.  Grove 

Fresh had moved to compel answers in October 1990, but Judge Zagel had entered and 

continued the motion and never ruled on it.   

 December 14: The Coalition’s appeal from the 11/20/92 Order, and the 
unexplained problems with the record in that appeal.     

58. Judge Zagel denied the Journalists’ access claims on November 20, 1992 

(“11/20/92 Order”). See Reply Brief __.  

59. The Journalists filed a notice of appeal on December 14, 1992.  The next day, 

they filed a jurisdictional statement identifying two grounds for appellate jurisdiction—28 

U.S.C. §1291, and the collateral order doctrine.  The statement cited two precedents for 

applying the collateral order doctrine to appeals by the press from orders denying the press 

access to court files.   

60. As of December 14-15, there was no docket for 90c5009.  Under normal 

circumstances, the clerk of court would have created a docket manually and transmitted it to 

the Court of Appeals along with the case file, under seal. (Rule 11 App.153, ¶23(c)) For 

reasons that have never been explained, the clerk did not create a docket for 90c5009.   

 December 21-28: Grove Fresh’s decision to support the Coalition’s 
appeal.   

61. During the week of December 21, I had a lengthy conversation with Dale 

Crider, a Rivkin Radler & Kremer partner, about the pros and cons of Grove Fresh 

participating in the Journalists’ appeal.  We agreed that Grove Fresh should participate.  I 

then discussed the subject with Mr. Troy.  He authorized us to participate in the appeal.  

62. On December 28, 1992, I filed my appearance for Grove Fresh in the 

Seventh Circuit.   
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This will also advise you that you will continue to be entitled to receive 20% of any amount 
received by way of settlement or verdict.  [emphasis added.] 

72. By explicitly reaffirming my right to a contingent fee, Radler implicitly 

affirmed that I continued to enjoy an attorney-client relationship with Grove Fresh after 

January 21, 1993. See In re Estate of Callahan, 144 Ill. 2d 32, 578 N.E.2d 985 (1991), which 

holds that a discharged attorney loses his right to a contingent fee.   

 The legal significance of Grove Fresh’s reaffirmation of my right to a 
contingent fee.  

73. By having me “relieved of all responsibility” for the Grove Fresh litigation, 

rather than having me discharged as a Grove Fresh lawyer, Radler avoided a controversy that 

would have detracted from the effort to settle the litigation.   

74. Dismissing me without cause would have triggered my right to an immediate 

payment in quantum meruit. In re Estate of Callahan, 144 Ill. 2d 32, 578 N.E.2d 985, 988 (1991).  

Because Grove Fresh did not have the funds to make a quantum meruit payment, I could have 

asserted a possessory lien over my litigation files. See Upgrade Corp. v. Michigan Carton Co., 87 

Ill. App. 3d 662, 663, 410 N.E.2d 159, 161 (1st Dist. 1980). But see Annotation, Attorney’s 

Assertion of Retaining Lien as Violation of Ethical Code or Rules Governing Professional 

Conduct, 69 A.L.R. 4th 974, 984 (1989) (discussing ethical considerations in asserting lien 

where client has limited financial resources and files are vitally important to processing 

claim.) 

75. A fight between Grove Fresh and me over possession of litigation files 

would have weakened Grove Fresh’s bargaining position with the defendants.   

76. In any event, I construed Grove Fresh’s reaffirmation of my right to the 

contingent fee as implying that I continued to have an attorney-client relationship with 

Grove Fresh after January 21, 1993.  Judge Zagel agreed with this view in December 1994, 

when he denied defendants’ motion to compel discovery of communications that took place 

after January 21, 1993, between Grove Fresh and me, and between Rivkin Radler & Kremer 

and me.  See Opening Brief 35.  

 February 1: The mysterious disappearance of the 90c5009 case file.   

77. As of February 1, 1993, there were more than 200 pleadings, motions, briefs, 

orders, and other papers in the 90c5009 case file, but none of those papers had been 
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transmitted to the Seventh Circuit.  On that date the Seventh Circuit issued an order 

implying that the 90c5009 case file couldn’t be transmitted because it had disappeared: 

Due to the unavailability of certain documents, the clerk of the district court was unable to 
transmit a complete record on appeal for this court’s review.  Counsel shall tender 
copies of all previously “unavailable” documents to the clerk of the district court by 
no later than 3:00 pm on Thursday, February 4, 1993.  These copies shall be 
accompanied by the stipulation of counsel as to the accuracy of the copies tendered. 

The clerk of the district court shall transmit these documents as a supplemental 
record by no later than February 5, 1993. (emphasis added)   

78. After receiving this order Elson investigated the order’s reference to “the 

unavailability of certain documents.”  Eventually, a deputy clerk in the district court told him 

that the 90c5009 file had been lost and couldn’t be found.  

 February 1-12 : The exclusion of Grove Fresh’s papers from the re-
created record for the Journalists’ appeal.   

79. On February 3, the Journalists’ tendered to the district court clerk copies of 

the four sets of papers it had filed in the district court.  

80. That same day, a McDermott Will & Emery lawyer tendered to the district 

court clerk a duplicate set of the papers that the Journalists’ was tendering.  McDermott Will 

& Emery did not tender any of the other 200+ papers that were “unavailable” to the Seventh 

Circuit, not even the three sets of papers it had filed in opposition to the Journalists’ claims.   

81. On February 10 the Seventh Circuit issued another order requiring Everfresh 

to tender by 3 p.m. on February 11 only one document—its memorandum in opposition to 

the Journalists’ motion to intervene.  Everfresh complied; the memorandum was transmitted 

to the Seventh Circuit on February 12.  

82. As of February 12, only five of the 200+ records in the 90c5009 file had 

been transmitted to the Seventh Circuit—the four sets of papers filed by the Journalists’, and 

one of the sets of papers filed by Everfresh in opposition to the Journalists’ claims.   

83. None of the three sets of papers Grove Fresh had filed regarding the 

Journalists’ claims had been included. (Grove Fresh’s papers in support of the Journalists’ 

claims are described above in ¶¶34, 49, 52,)    

 Rivkin Radler & Kremer’s acquiescence in the incomplete record   

84. At some point between February 1-12, I asked Crider why Grove Fresh had 

not submitted to the Seventh Circuit copies of the papers we had filed in support of the 
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Journalists’ access claims.  He informed me that after I had been “relieved of all 

responsibility” for the Grove Fresh litigation, Radler had assured the defendants that Grove 

Fresh would not participate any further in the Journalists’ appeal.   

 March 5: The Seventh Circuit’s request for an explanation from Judge 
Zagel of the grounds on which he granted the Journalists’ leave to 
intervene.   

85. On March 5, the Court of Appeals issued an order finding that it was “unable 

to ascertain the basis upon which the district court allowed the [Journalists’] to intervene,” so 

it remanded the appeal “for the limited purpose of allowing Judge Zagel to issue a 

memorandum opinion on this issue.  We ask that Judge Zagel issue this opinion within 30 

days of the date of this order,” i.e., by April 4. 

86. April 4 came and went without any word from Judge Zagel.   

87. Judge Zagel issued his explanation on May 5.  By then, the case had settled, 

and he had authorized the defendants to remove the 90c5009 records from the courthouse.  

See ¶¶99-102 below. 

 Early March: The discovery that the “missing” 90c5009 case file was in 
Judge Zagel’s chambers.   

88. Around the time that the Seventh Circuit remanded the case for a 

clarification on the standing issue, John Elson, the Journalists’ lawyer, spoke to Don Walker, 

Judge Zagel’s courtroom deputy, regarding the 90c5009 case file.   

89. Walker told Elson that the 90c5009 file was in Judge Zagel’s chambers, but 

that he (Walker) was not authorized to release the file to the clerk of court.  Elson told me 

about this conversation a day or two after it occurred. 

 March 9-10: The settlement documents.  

90. On March 9, McDermott Will & Emery delivered two documents to Rivkin 

Radler & Kremer: the initial draft of the settlement contract between Grove Fresh and the 

defendants, and the initial draft of a Legal Services and Consulting Agreement (“Consulting 

Agreement”) between two of the defendants (Labatt and American Citrus) and me.   

91. I received the settlement documents on March 10.  That same day I learned 

that Radler had made yet another concession affecting the Journalists’ appeal, described 

below in ¶¶92-95. If carried out, Radler’s concessions would leave me defenseless in the 

Seventh Circuit if, as expected, the defendants repeated there the defamatory arguments they 
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had presented to Judge Zagel in opposing the Journalists’ claims for access to the 90c5009 

records.   

1 Radler’s concessions regarding the 90c5009 records and Grove 
Fresh’s role in the Journalists’ appeal.   

92. The draft of the settlement contract was unremarkable except for these two 

sentences in §1: 

[A]ll parties and their respective attorneys will sign an Agreed Motion to Withdraw All 
Pleadings filed with the United States District Court for the Northern District of Illinois 
in civil action Nos. 89 C 1113; 89 C 1117; and 90 C 5009.  The parties will then jointly 
present these agreed motions to the court. 

93. In a letter to defense counsel dated March 10, Crider explained that, while he 

and his firm would not join in a motion to withdraw pleadings, they would “agree not to 

oppose such a motion should you determine that one should be made.”  

94. Until I read the March 9th draft and Crider’s March 10th letter, I did not know 

that the defendants were demanding to remove pleadings from the courthouse.  I asked 

Crider whether this demand was new; it wasn’t, he said.  The defendants had made the 

demand during the settlement conferences with Judge Zagel; Radler had agreed to 

accommodate it.   

95. Crider also confirmed, again, that Radler had assured the defendants that 

Grove Fresh would not participate in the Journalists’ appeal.  

2 The ramifications of Radler’s concessions.   

96. The defendants’ only chance at defeating the Journalists’ appeal was if they 

reiterated in the Seventh Circuit the arguments they had submitted to Judge Zagel.  Those 

arguments presented a version of events that, if accepted as true, would justify affirming the 

seal order in accordance with Nixon v. Warner Communications, 435 U.S. 589, 598 (1978), 

which held that trial courts can seal files that “have become a vehicle for improper 

purposes” such as to “promote public scandal” or “to serve as reservoirs of libelous 

statements for press consumption.” 

97. The defendants’ anti-access arguments were, however, untrue; their untruths 

slandered me. See ¶¶37-41, above.  Leaving those arguments unanswered in the Seventh 

Circuit would invite the court to accept them as true and affirm the sealing order.  If

reiterated in a published opinion, the untruths would defame me;4 if reported in the press, 

they would trigger an investigation by the Attorney Registration and Disciplinary 

Commission.   

98. Grove Fresh had rebutted those untruths in the district court (see ¶¶49, 52-

53, above), but Radler’s concessions—withdrawing Grove Fresh from the appellate process, 

and allowing the defendants to permanently remove Grove Fresh’s district court papers 

from the courthouse—ensured that those rebuttals would not see the light of day in the 

Seventh Circuit.   

 April 29 1993: Dismissal of the Grove Fresh litigation and authorization 
to remove the 90c5009 records.   

99. On April 29, Judge Zagel dismissed 89c1113, 89c1114, 89c1117, and 90c5009 

with prejudice in accordance with the settlement agreement.   

100. Without notice to the Journalists, the defendants presented a motion to 

withdraw from the 90c5009 court file all records except the amended complaint, the 

answers, and the stipulated order of dismissal.  Judge Zagel granted that motion.   

 May 5-11: Judge Zagel’s declaration that “[t]he defendant bought the 
case from the plaintiff.” 

101. On May 5, Judge Zagel issued a two-page Opinion Clarifying A Prior Order Of 

Court—sixty days after the Seventh Circuit asked for it, and 30 days after the issue date 

requested by the Seventh Circuit.  The Opinion explained the grounds on which he had 

allowed the Journalists’ to intervene.  The Opinion also disclosed that “the parties to this case 

have been given leave to withdraw from the file all papers other than the Amended 

Complaint, the Answer and the Judgment of Dismissal.” 

102. The Opinion Clarifying A Prior Order Of Court was the Journalists’ first notice 

that Judge Zagel would allow the defendants to remove the 90c5009 records from the 

courthouse.  On May 11, the Journalists’ moved in the district court for a stay of the removal 

of the records pending the outcome of its appeal.  Judge Zagel denied the motion with the 

following explanation:   
                                                 

4 In the late 1980s and early 1990s, the Seventh Circuit regularly published opinions which 
identified by name attorneys who had engaged in professional misconduct.  E.g., Smith v. Blue Cross & 
Blue Shield, 959 F.2d 655, 659 (7th Cir. 1992); Greening v. Moran, 953 F.2d 301, 306 (7th Cir. 1992); 
Maciosek v. Blue Cross & Blue Shield, 930 F.2d 536, 541 (7th Cir. 1991); Melrose v. Shearson/American 
Express, Inc., 898 F.2d 1209, 1217 (7th Cir. 1990); Hapaniewski v. City of Chicago Heights, 883 F.2d 576, 
578-79 (7th Cir. 1989). 
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THE COURT:   There is as far as I am concerned no case.  The 
defendant bought the case from the plaintiff.  And absent some strong reason not to permit 
that, which nobody has brought to my attention, there is no case.  And the only 
decision – in fact, technically it is not, I think, a decision.  It simply confirmed what 
the parties have worked out.  And you are roughly in the same position as you were as if the 
case had never been filed in the first place.   

(5/11/93 Tr.6.)[emphasis added]   

 May 12, 1993: The clerk of court’s unexplained omission to create a 
docket for 90c5009.   

103. On May 12, the Journalists’ filed an emergency motion asking the Seventh 

Circuit to stay the removal of the records.  The Seventh Circuit granted the stay and set a 

briefing schedule on the merits of the appeal.   

104. For reasons that have never been explained, however, the clerk of the district 

court did not create a docket when he transmitted the 90c5009 records to the Seventh 

Circuit.   

The New York Times investigation 

105. In or about June 1993 a New York Times reporter who was investigating 

orange juice adulteration came across a public reference to the Grove Fresh litigation and 

called me.  I declined to answer her questions. (2/3/95 Tr. 112-13.)  She called again in mid-

October 1993 and asked me to comment on the Labatt Judgment Creditors’ assertion that I 

had falsely accused them; I answered “off the record” with information rebutting that 

allegation, including the fact that witnesses had invoked the fifth amendment privilege. (Id. at 

113-16;199-201.)   

106. The New York Times reported on orange juice adulteration on October 31, 

1993.  The report concerned cases in California and Texas as well as the Grove Fresh 

litigation and the related criminal case in Michigan.   

107. On October 19, 1993—twelve days before the New York Times report—

Moser signed the affidavit in which he falsely testified that Everfresh had ceased using 

Kohlbach’s Preservative in 1986. (A.201-02.)  As of October 19, 1993, the sealed 90c5009 

files included evidence showing the falsity of Moser’s affidavit. (See, e.g., (Rule 11 App.128, 

136-42.)  Because those papers were under seal, they were not available to the New York 

Times.   
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 Procedural history of my FRAP 46(c) motion for a hearing in the 
Seventh Circuit. 

108. On October 22, 1993, I filed with the Seventh Circuit Motion Of John P. 

Messina For A Hearing Regarding Allegations Of Misconduct In Appellees' Brief Of July 14, 1993, And 

For Other Relief. (A.1-42.) On the very first page I identified myself, not as a Grove Fresh 

attorney, but as a pro se petitioner seeking a hearing for myself only, pursuant to FRAP 

46(c).  

109. On page 3, I referred to myself as “one of the attorneys of record for 

plaintiff Grove Fresh,” but I made it clear that Grove Fresh was playing no part in my filing: 

Petitioner is one of the attorneys of record for plaintiff Grove Fresh 
Distributors, Inc. (“Grove Fresh”). On March 25, 1993, Grove Fresh executed an 
agreement to settle its claims against the defendants for the sum of $2,000,000. Since 
the settlement, Grove Fresh has ceased to participate in this appeal. (emphasis added) 

(A.3.) 

110. I also filed two appendices of exhibits.  Because Appendix II included papers 

from 90c5009, I filed a Motion for a temporary seal of appendix II in support of motion of 

John P. Messina for an evidentiary hearing. 

111. On October 25 and 27, American Citrus and Everfresh, respectively, filed 

motions to strike the October 22 motions.  Both motions alleged that my motions were 

frivolous because I had no standing to file any papers in the Seventh Circuit, in that I was 

not a party to, nor did I represent any party in, the underlying litigation.   

112. Both motions alleged that Grove Fresh had discharged me as its attorney on 

January 21, 1993. This allegation contradicted their FRCP 60(b) motion then pending in the 

district court, which alleged that I was a Grove Fresh attorney as of August 5, 1993, the date 

I rescinded the Consulting Agreement. 

113. Grove Fresh was still represented by Radler and Crider, who had negotiated 

the Consulting Agreement without my knowledge or consent.  They filed a statement with 

the court stating: “Mr. Messina was discharged as Grove Fresh’s attorney on January 21, 

1993.”  

114. A year later, these same lawyers would allege and prevail on an opposite 

claim—that their and Grove Fresh’s communications with me after January 21, 1993, were 

protected by the attorney-client privilege. See ¶¶128-30, below.

115. I asked the Seventh Circuit for time to respond to the claims by the 

defendants and Rivkin Radler & Kremer regarding my status as a Grove Fresh attorney.  

The Seventh Circuit denied that request on November 9, 1993.  That same day it denied my 

motion for a hearing and issued a rule to show cause why I should not be disciplined for 

filing allegedly frivolous motions. 

116. Also on November 9, 1993, American Citrus filed a petition in the district 

court for a rule to show cause why I should not be held in contempt.  They alleged that my 

motion for a hearing in the Seventh Circuit had disclosed information allegedly protected by 

the seal.   

117. Even though American Citrus and the rest of the defendants had published 

their defamatory statements in the Seventh Circuit’s public files, where they were found by 

the New York Times reporter, they argued that I had no right to publish my rebuttal in those 

same public files, nor did I have any right to defend myself to the New York Times reporter 

who read their charges and questioned me about them.   

118. I answered the Seventh Circuit’s rule to show cause on November 22, 1993.  

119. On November 30, 1993, in further support of my answer to the rule to show 

cause, I sought leave to file the affidavit of Arthur Berney, a professor of constitutional law 

at Boston College Law School.  In his affidavit Professor Berney offered his expert opinion 

that the October 22 motion was “warranted by existing law or a good faith argument for the 

extension, modification or reversal of existing law.” The Seventh Circuit accepted the filing. 

120. In June 1994, the Seventh Circuit referred that rule to show cause to the 

ARDC.  In a letter dated July 5, 1994, the ARDC acknowledged the Seventh Circuit’s 

referral and gave notice that it had opened an inquiry into the defendants’ allegation that the 

90c5009 complaint “contain[ed] false statements and information derived from confidential 

discovery material subject to a protective order and was filed to embarrass, harass and falsely 

accuse the defendants.”   The ARDC asked me to provide the Commission with “any and all 

information related to this matter including evidence upon which you based the allegations 

contained in the complaint you filed in the Grove Fresh litigation.”   

121. I responded on August 16, 1994.  My response described the events leading 

to the filing of the 90c5009 complaint.  It also described the evidence supporting the 

90c5009 complaint.   
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122. The ARDC was satisfied with my response.  In September 1994, it closed its 

inquiry.   

123. On November 4, 1994, I filed a motion in the Seventh Circuit to discharge 

the Rule to Show Cause that had issued on November 9, 1993.  The Seventh Circuit granted 

my motion on November 17, 1994.   

The proceedings on remand of the Journalists’ appeal 

124. In its appeal to the Seventh Circuit the Journalists sought a vacatur of the 

90c5009 seal order on the ground that the district court had failed to articulate its reasons for 

the seal.  On May 12, 1994, the Seventh remanded the appeal.  Grove Fresh Distributors, Inc. v. 

Everfresh Juice Co., 24 F.3d 893 (7th Cir. 1994).  The Court declined to establish a rule requiring 

the automatic vacatur of unexplained closure orders, but it mandated that on remand, the 

district court should “articulate on the record” its reasons for the seal order.  Id. at 897.  The 

court also mandated that “once found to be appropriate, access should be immediate and 

contemporaneous [because the] newsworthiness of a particular story is often fleeting.  To 

delay or postpone disclosure undermines the benefit of public scrutiny and may have the same result as 

complete suppression.”  Id. (citations omitted) [emphasis added].   

125. By August 2, 1994—i.e., less than three months after remand—the 90c5009 

parties had agreed that the Journalists could have access to at least 181 of the records in the 

90c5009 case file. However, Judge Zagel kept 90c5009 under a blanket seal for nine months 

beyond the date of that agreement; he continued to suppress the docket as well.  

126. On October 27, 1994, Judge Zagel articulated for the first time the reasons 

for the seal order.  He told the Journalists that the “principal factor” behind the decision to 

seal 90c5009 was his low opinion of my willingness to obey court orders.  (10/27/94 Tr. 8.) 

127. Neither my attorney nor I was present at the October 27 hearing.  After 

reviewing a transcript, I asked for leave to file a memorandum responding to the court’s 

comments; Judge Zagel denied my request.  

The December 1994 ruling on my status as a Grove Fresh attorney 

128. In August 1994 the Labatt Judgment Creditors deposed me.  During the 

deposition Rivkin Radler & Kremer instructed me not to disclose 13 communications 

between Grove Fresh and me, including ten occurring on or after January 21, 1993, on the 

ground that those communications were protected by the attorney-client privilege.  
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129. The Labatt Judgment Creditors moved to compel discovery of those ten 

communications, alleging that my attorney-client relationship with Grove Fresh had 

terminated on January 21, 1993. In lieu of a written response by Grove Fresh, Judge Zagel 

examined the disputed communications, including the ten dated on and after January 21, 

1993. (11/22/94 Tr.8.)   

130. On December 1, 1994, Judge Zagel sustained Grove Fresh’s claim of 

privilege for my communications with it both before and after January 21, 1993.  

I read the documents in their entirety.  I think the claim of privilege is well-
taken with respect to Grove Fresh’s attorney-client assertion, the attorney-client 
privilege with I think virtually every document.  And what is not covered by attorney-client 
is covered by work product. 

(12/1/94 Tr. 2.) [emphasis added]. 

The Section 1927 motion and the recusal motion 

131. The Rule 60(b) motions sought declaratory and monetary relief against me 

(R.361pp.9-10), but, by June 1994 the Labatt Judgment Creditors were contending that I was 

not entitled to attend conferences in chambers or to conduct discovery; the court agreed. 

(6/20/94 Tr.13-18.) 

132. On February 1, 1995, I moved to dismiss all of the post-settlement 

proceeding—i.e., the Rule 60(b) proceeding and the contempt proceedings—pursuant to 28 

U.S.C. §1927 (“Section 1927 Motion”). The Section 1927 Motion argued that the post-

settlement proceedings had been instituted for the improper and vexatious purpose of 

enforcing an unethical restriction on my right to practice law. (Id., p.3.)  In the alternative, 

the Section 1927 Motion sought leave to intervene in the Rule 60(b) proceeding and for 

summary judgment therein, on the ground that the Labatt Judgment Creditors claims, if 

accepted, would require a finding that they had improperly conditioned settlement on the 

execution of an illegal contract.  

133. I also moved to recuse Judge Zagel pursuant to 28 U.S.C. §455(a) on the 

ground that his impartiality might reasonably be questioned because of the role he had 

played in mediating the settlement that included the restriction on my right to practice law. 

He denied the Section 1927 Motion and the recusal motion on the day they were presented, 

without any written response from the defendants.  
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Further delays in creating a docket 

134. Also on February 1, 1995, Judge Zagel approved draft orders (“the February 

1st Orders”) removing the blanket seal on the 90c5009 case. (2/1/95 Tr.16-17.)  When the 

Clerk receives an order removing the seal from a case that was filed under seal, the policy 

and practice is to immediately enter on the docket all of the papers that have accumulated in 

the case file, including those items that are to remain sealed.  

135. However, for reasons that do not appear in the record, Judge Zagel never 

transmitted the February 1st Orders to the Clerk.  Consequently, the case continued under 

seal, without a docket, for 103 more days.  

The contempt trial 

136. On February 3, 1995, the court held a one-day bench trial on the contempt 

petitions and Rule 11 motion.  At this trial I testified that on and after January 21, 1993, “I 

[did] not consider myself to have been discharged by Cecil Troy and Grove Fresh.” (2/3/95 

Tr.144) The Labatt Judgment Creditors did not call any witness to testify otherwise.   

137. On or about February 9, 1995, the 90c5009 defendants filed a brief in 

support of their Rule 60(b) motion in which they argued that Grove Fresh and I had continued 

in an attorney-client relationship after January 21, 1993.   

The appeals, and the second settlement 

138. On or about March 2, 1995, I filed a notice of appeal from the February 1 

order denying me leave to intervene in the Rule 60(b) proceeding.   

139. On some date prior to March 17, 1995, Troy’s heirs, without notice to me, 

settled the Rule 60(b) claims.  The settlement terms are not in the record.  On March 17, 

1995, Judge Zagel issued a minute order granting the 90c5009 the Labatt Judgment 

Creditors’ motion to withdraw the Rule 60(b) motion pursuant to settlement.  

140. On April 5, 1995, I learned that the Clerk’s office had not received the 

February 1st Orders removing the seal from the 90c5009 file, and that a record for my appeal 

did not exist.  Five days later I sent a letter to Donald Walker, Judge Zagel’s courtroom 

deputy, asking him to forward the February 1st Orders to the Clerk so that the record for the 

appeal could be prepared.  I followed up with telephone calls on April 21, April 25, and May 

1.  Judge Zagel did not act on the requests.   
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141. On April 17, 1995, and April 28, 1995, I filed further notices of appeal from 

recent orders.   

142. On April 20, 1995, the Labatt Judgment Creditors moved to dismiss the 

appeal I had filed on March 2, 1995, alleging that I lacked standing because Grove Fresh had 

discharged me as its attorney prior to the April 1993 settlement. Troy’s heirs, who four 

months earlier had prevailed on the claim that Grove Fresh and I had continued as attorney 

and client after January 21, 1993, joined in the motion.  

143. On May 1, 1995, the Labatt Judgment Creditors sent Judge Zagel a copy of 

their motion to dismiss my appeal for lack of standing.  

144. On May 2, 1995, I filed in the Seventh Circuit a Motion for Relief from the District 

Court Regarding the Record on Appeal. The motion asked for an order (a) directing Judge Zagel to 

transmit the February 1st Orders to the Clerk of the district court and (b) directing the Clerk of 

the district court to create a complete docket sheet.  On May 12, 1995, the Seventh Circuit 

denied without prejudice “those portions of the motion which request relief directed at the 

District Court record … until they have been determined in the District Court in the first 

instance.” 

145. As of May 15, 1995, there were approximately 380 records in the 90c5009 case 

file. On May 15-18, 1995, a deputy clerk whose initials are “cmf” effectively removed the seal 

on the 90c5009 case when she entered 248 of the 380 90c5009 records on the electronic docket 

(“May 1995 Docket”).5  The records that were omitted from the May 1995 Docket are 

identified at Ex. G-1, G-3 of my October 2000 affidavit and include the following: 

o the motion papers underlying the December 1994 oral ruling that my 
communications with Grove Fresh after January 21, 1993, were privileged;  

o the papers filed by the Labatt Judgment Creditors in August 1993, November 
1993 and February 1995 alleging that Grove Fresh and I had continued in an 
attorney-client relationship after January 21, 1993;  

o the Section 1927 Motion and the recusal motion that I had presented on 
February 1, 1995, and the minute orders denying those motions;  

o other orders that Judge Zagel had issued in March 1995 that I was also seeking to 
appeal; and  

                                                 
5 Since the court never transmitted the February 1st Orders to the Clerk, the basis on which 

“cmf” unsealed the case and made entries on the docket is unclear.  Presumably, either the court or 
Walker gave “cmf” an oral instruction to unseal the case and enter records on the docket.   
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o The contempt petitions and responses underlying the Contempt Order that 
Judge Zagel would issue on June 9, 1995.    

146. On June 9, 1995 (misdated by the docket as May 9), I moved for an order 

permitting the Clerk to docket the papers underlying the pending appeals, but which had 

been omitted from the May 1995 Docket. Judge Zagel entered and continued this motion 

until June 16, 1995. 

147. On June 9, 1995, while the motion to complete the record was pending in 

district court, the Seventh Circuit granted the motion to dismiss my March 1995 appeal for 

lack of standing. One week later, the district court denied as moot my motion to complete 

the record.  

148. The records that were omitted from the May 1995 Docket were docketed 

two years later, after I had incurred $40,000 in attorney’s fees for an investigation of the 

docket and for the preparation of a series of motions to require the docketing of the omitted 

records. 

Further problems with the record 

149. In July 1995 I attempted to file trial exhibits for inclusion in the record on 

appeal in accordance with FRAP 10.  The deputy clerk rejected the tender, saying that Judge 

Zagel had instructed the appeals desk not to accept anything from me without the court’s 

prior approval.  

150. On August 11, 1995, the deputy clerk in charge of the record for my appeal 

told my attorney that the Clerk’s Office had no pre-May 1995 records other than those that 

were on the May 1995 Docket. 

151. On August 18, 1995, I again asked the court to add to the docket the records 

that had been omitted from the May 1995 Docket.  The motion alleged on information and 

belief that the omitted records were in the court’s chambers.  The court did not dispute 

counsel’s information concerning the whereabouts of the omitted records (see 8/18/95 Tr.2-5).  

On September 8, 1995, the court issued an order allowing the trial exhibits to be filed but 

denying the request that it send the omitted records to the Clerk.  

 I declare under penalty of perjury that the foregoing statements are true and correct.
